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Application for Exemption from the OEP Courses Q And A

Starting from Academic Year 2002, all undergraduate students are required
to take the OEP courses in order to fulfill the graduation requirements.
However, if a student meets any of the exemption criteria listed in the
regulations, you can apply for exemption.

Students who have already passed the General English Proficiency Test
administered by the university or have been granted exemption from the
Freshman English courses need not apply for exemption from the OEP
courses additionally.

To apply for the OEP course exemption, visit the MyNTU website during the
application period. Click on “Student Area” and then navigate to
“Curriculum Information” to find the “Application for Exemption from the
OEP Courses” link. Fill out the relevant information and print the
application form. Submit the completed form along with the necessary

documents to the Foreign Language Teaching & Resource Center.

3. Important Notes: Students may apply for exemption from the OEP courses by
